Project  1
Title of the Project:      Griffith University Pre-Service Education Showcase Events
Aim:

This project involves providing funding to acknowledge, celebrate and showcase school initiatives and professional experiences of pre service teachers. 
Project  2
Title of the Project:       Rural and Remote Professional Experience Assistance Scheme
Aim:

The aim of this project is to provide financial assistance for Primary and Secondary pre service teachers to complete rural, remote and international professional experience and Internships.

Project  3
Title of the Project:      Enquiry into NESB Student Issues
Aim:

The aim of this project is to identify major issues in students with an NESB background. Once issues are determined the aim is develop action plans and possible alternatives for students who fail professional experience courses.

Project  4

Title of the Project:        Supervising Teachers Workshops
Aim:

The aim of this project is to develop a resource for supervision training in combination with EQ and facilitate workshops for supervising teachers to ensure quality and consistency.

Project  5
Title of the Project:       Appreciation Gift Boxes
Aim:

The aim of this project was to present schools who took high numbers of students in 2008 with gift boxes containing lollies, tea, coffee and biscuits for staff to show appreciation for their efforts in assisting us with the large number of professional experience placements.

Project  6
Title of the Project:        Professional Experience Assessment Tool
Aim
The aim of this project is to develop and add to the existing Professional Experience report form to assist teachers in assessment of pre service teachers. This tool will be particularly useful for 20 CP courses that have an embedded a practical component and also in cases of ‘at risk’ students. It is hoped to clarify and simplify the assessment of pre service teachers in each year of their program.

Project  7
Title of the Project:    Effectiveness of the Internship Program for Employment in Term 4
Aim:

Pre Service teachers in the Bachelor of Education Primary program at Griffith University Gold Coast complete their final Internship at the end of term 3 of the school year. This has in the past proved a valuable transition from university to the work force with many graduates being employed in casual and contract teaching appointments in term 4 of that same year.

Therefore this is a research project to determine student destinations in the primary Bachelor of Education program and showcase the effectiveness of finishing the degree at this time of the year. It will highlight graduate destinations in term 4 and verify the Griffith Education Internship as a signature experience.
Project  8
Title of the Project:    School Coordinator Induction Program
Aim:

This initiative aims to develop a shared understanding of best practices in being a school coordinator; develop a resource kit for coordinator training, including examples of best practice; run by effective school coordinators.

Project  9
Title of the Project:     Sessional Supervisors Induction & Briefing
Aim:

The aim of this project is to brief and mentor new supervisors before embarking on professional experience. This process also assists in determining improvements for professional experience in 2009 and ensuring consistent quality of supervision.

Title: Rural Induction Kit
Aim:
The aim of this project is to develop an induction program and kit for students about to embark on a rural placement. This induction will be in consultation with the Department of Education, Training and the Arts and schools in rural communities who already have induction programs in place. Initial consultation has already taken place and an RA employed to work on the project.

The aim of this project is to provide interactive whiteboard workshops, supported by Gold Coast Teachers Network, for teachers from Gold Coast schools and interested pre service teachers.
Project  12
Title of the Project:      4040EPS Lecture Support
Aim:

The Specialist and General Primary Professional Experience (4040EPS) is the final practicum in the Bachelor of Education (Primary) before embarking on the Internship. The Specialist and General Primary Professional Experience course although centred upon a substantial teaching experience in a school will combine that experience with academic work on campus. The on campus lectures and tutorials will inform and develop the pre-service teacher’s understanding of the practical nature of education and the demands of the teaching profession. The learning processes will involve a combination of focused reading, specialist guest speakers, structured observation, teaching practice and sustained reflection. The aim of this project is to provide students the opportunity to gain practical strategies, experience and ideas from teachers from Gold Coast schools and use funding to employ speakers to discuss issues relating to their final professional experience before Internship and preparation for future employment.

Title of the Project:      Professional Experience Modules
Aim:
The aim of this project is to work with FLAS in developing a series of online modules for each of the compulsory professional experience courses within each Bachelor of Education Program. With limited time for on-campus lectures the online professional experience modules would better prepare pre service teachers undertaking professional experience ensuring an easier transition from university to the classroom environment.

Title of the Project:       Tennant Creek Music Education Project
